Travelling to and Parking in Central Colchester

Travelling to Colchester

Trains run to Colchester from Liverpool Street Station approximately every 15 mins. The journey takes 50 mins. There a 15mins walk from Colchester North Station to High St but there are also frequent buses into town from the bus stops on the main road alongside the station and under the railway bridge. Ask for High St for The George Hotel or the Bus Station for Firstsite (it is adjacent).

Taxis are also available from the station and a short ride away from the Hotel. 
Parking in Colchester

Please be advised that Firstsite (Visual Arts Centre) does not have a designated car park but that there are several town centre car parks nearby.

Osbourne Street car park has a daily rate of £4 (before 9am) and £6 (after 9am). These prices are correct as of October 2011. It is therefore the cheapest option for day delegates attending the conference and travelling by car. There is a 300 metres walk along St Botolph’s Street and Queen Street from the car park to Firstsite.

Priory Street car park is nearer but the daily rate is £10. Firstsite does have 6 disabled car parking slots.
