MEDICAL STUDENT GRANTS

Mature Medical Students

Small grants are awarded annually to mature (i.e. 2nd degree and ineligible for local authority funding) female medical students. These grants may be applied for each year, but the Federation makes no commitment to continued funding. Conversely, an unsuccessful application should not deter students from re-applying in subsequent years. Please note that from 2012 this award will only be available to MWF members. 
Forms are available from February for the academic session beginning in autumn by email or in writing to the MWF Central Office enclosing a stamped SAE. They may also be downloaded from the website. Applications must be returned completed with the required documentation (originals) by Thursday 31st May. Successful candidates are informed by the end of July, and cheques are posted in October. 

Candidates are advised that awards are normally between £50-£300 per person. Medical Students who move during their busy clinical years will be given higher priority compared to first year students who may only be given an award in exceptional circumstances. 

Intercalated and non-medical degrees

Funds are available only for full-time study towards a medical degree leading to GMC registration as a doctor. The trustees regret they are unable to assist those intending to qualify as dentists, vets, midwives or other health professionals or those undertaking intercalated degrees.
